External School Review
Every four years each school in

The external review will help our 
school to improve outcomes for our 
students. The purpose of the review is 
not to provide an assessment or rating 
of our school and all information from 
the review will be kept confidential.  

The panel will provide a short report 
which will provide valuable feedback 
regarding areas of our school. Our 
school will be able to use the findings 
from the report to contribute to 
our school planning for continuous 
improvement.

I look forward to sharing some of the 
key review findings with the school 
community.

TCE Progress 
Students have been reviewing their current progress towards their TCE. They have been working with Tutor Group 
teachers to check their current subjects to ensure that they are on track to attain their TCE by the end of Year 12. 
Students will take this information home to share and discuss with parents or guardians.

It is important that students in Year 11 successfully complete all of their subjects this year. This will give them the 
necessary points and ticks (for literacy, numeracy and ICT), to ensure that they are at least halfway to their TCE goal 
when they plan their Year 12 studies.

Students in Years 12 or 13 should make sure that this year’s successful study will add to their results from previous 
years to give them the TCE. If, on checking, they are short of either ticks or points they need to take steps now to fix 
this.

Of course, our teaching staff are here to help students with this goal. We have a range of options to make sure 
students are on, or can get on, the right track to TCE attainment.
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UTAS Politics/Law

Four Legal Studies 3 students from 2016 have every 
reason to feel very confident about embarking 
on university study and to feel proud of their 
achievement of receiving either a High Distinction 
or a Distinction for a first year University of 
Tasmania unit while still at college.

“The UTAS Politics / Law course was daunting at first, but 
it gave me a head start in understanding how university 
works,” said Porsha Archer, who is enrolled in a Bachelor of 
Psychological Science degree at UTAS. “My favourite part 
of the course was international law, as it was something I 
previously did not know much about. Meeting the lecturers in 
the seminars was also good because you could actually speak 
to them, rather than be one of 200 in a lecture theatre,” said 
Porsha.

Emily Hale, who is studying a Bachelor of Arts/Law degree this 
year recommends the course and said it helped her to achieve 
a very strong result in Legal Studies 3, as well as the obvious 
benefit of having a lighter load in her first year at UTAS.

“I think that the course gave us really valuable skills that we 
can apply to everyday life,” said Grace Lawless. “For example in 
my Nursing degree this year we are looking at communication 
and how some cases can be used as a precedent to influence 
health related law,” she added.

On reflection, Rachael Davis, who is enrolled in a Batchelor 
of Arts/Law degree at UTAS, credits the course with helping 
her to develop a mindset which will stand her in good stead 
throughout her studies. “I found that the course helped me to 
understand that, whilst I may not agree with certain decisions 
made by governments, it is important to remain open minded 
and unbiased.”

Claremont College students have participated in this course, 
free of charge, since its inception and this tradition is being 
upheld by two Legal Studies 3 students in 2017. It will 
demystify tertiary study for them just as it has for Claremont 
College students in the past. We wish them every success.

After discussions with Claremont College staff, she decided 
to apply for the Certificate II in Construction program. Carisa 
says, ”I’m glad I did! It has led me on a pathway that is very 
rewarding and has given me many opportunities to grow.”

While at Claremont College, Carisa also studied Outdoor 
Education and Motor Vehicle Bodyworks. She undertook a 
work placement in the construction industry and this really 
helped her to feel at ease and confident about applying 
for building apprenticeships, as well as confirming that 
construction was the right career choice. Carisa was awarded 
the HIA Award for Most Improved in VET Construction in 
2007.

During Year 11, Carisa applied for apprenticeships and was 
successful in obtaining one with Fairbrother Construction. This 
has led to an ongoing career with this company, working on 
projects such as IMAS, Moorilla, and Brooke St Pier. Carisa is 
now a Site Supervisor, working on the Royal Hobart Hospital 
Redevelopment. In her usual, unassuming way, Carisa describes 
this demanding role: “I am currently working on the Royal 
Hobart Hospital Redevelopment as a Site Supervisor. Throw a 
construction site in the middle of an operating hospital and it 
becomes very challenging!”

During her time at Claremont College, the college teamed 
with Fairbrother Construction to provide Carisa with the 
opportunity to join the tall ship, Young Endeavour, sailing ten

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In the final week of March, Year 12 Claremont

other Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander 
students from across Australia, was immersed 
in a week of learning, leadership and career 
planning in Canberra, organised by the 
Australian Indigenous Education Foundation and 
funded by the Department of Prime Minister 
and Cabinet.

This was the second consecutive WEX program for 
which one of our students was selected, along with 
support teacher Sue Hawkins.

“The WEX program inspired me to find out more about 
my Aboriginal heritage and showed me new ways to 
get in touch with my culture,” said Hollie. Uncle Benny 
Hodges, a Torres Strait Islander, long term Canberra 
resident and former Commonwealth public servant, along 
with Dwayne Vickery and his team of Aboriginal and 
Torres Strait Islander mentors, guided students to stand 
strong in their culture, to share their heritage and to 
develop skills to help their communities to flourish.

The new Australian Federal Police Forensics Facility, 
Parliament House and the over-water obstacle course at 
the Australian Defence Force Academy were highlights 
for Hollie, who is keenly interested in science, writing 
and the performing arts. “I was able to explore many job 
opportunities in the public sector and this opened up my 
thinking about potential careers and study paths for the 
future,” Hollie reflected.

Make Sure You Return to the Forbidden Planet
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On 8 March our Level 3 Art students visited MONA 
to view the exhibition On the Origins of Art. 

The exhibition was curated by four quite varied scholars – a 
cognitive scientist, a professor of literature, a psychologist 
and an evolutionary neurobiologist. The four galleries held 
the works selected by each curator which were chosen to 
showcase each scientist’s particular knowledge base and area 
of interest. As with all things MONA, the works ranged from 
the beautiful to the bizarre, and everything in between. Our 
students were able to see some amazing artwork and gain a 
valuable insight into how art and science do blend together.

There are many ideas and lots of advice on how 
to study and succeed at college.

They have simple, practical and effective skills which their 
young, energetic university presenters share in dynamic 
workshops with students. At Claremont College, we 
welcomed them back this year with two sessions to 
help our students achieve their best. Our students found 
having presenters who have recently undertaken Years 
11 and 12 themselves, meant they were able to relate to 
them from a fellow student’s perspective. 

The first seminar was ‘Student Elevation’ which looked at 
the fundamentals for success and introduced our students 
to a range of skills which will allow them to motivate 
themselves throughout the year. 

Seminar two was ‘Ace Your Exams’ which outlined the 
critical exam skills and preparation needed to maximise 
results. The sessions were attended by students who are 

currently studying one or more Level 3 or 4 subjects and 
their feedback was excellent. They were fully engaged by 
the presenter and said they would use the information in 
the upcoming exam period and for the remainder of the 
year. These skills will also be important for those students 
intending to go onto university courses.

Claremont College teachers also attended a very relevant 
seminar looking at the research behind the program. This 
will help teachers to complement the Elevate sessions 
through ongoing reinforcement of strategies as they assist 
students.

Two follow up seminars will be conducted on 21 
September. ‘Memory and Mnemonics’ will assist students 
with memorisation and recalling information and how to 
deal with distractions such as TV, Facebook and ineffective 
work times. The second seminar, ’Finishing Line’, will 
assist students to manage the pressure and stress of the 
last few months of the academic year and will help to 
reinvigorate them for completion of assignments, folios 
and exam preparation.

Some tips for students preparing for exams

•	 Eat a healthy diet and maintain fluids.

•	 Ensure you get regular, sustained sleep.

•	� Choose a quiet, comfortable spot for private 

revision, at home and/or in the College Library.

•	� Draw up a revision timetable – what needs to 

be done first?  Which times can you set aside for 

study in the weeks leading up to the exams?

•	� Set specific goals – for example: in this session, 

I will memorise three quotes from each text, 

practise a calculation four times or attempt one 

practice essay. 

•	� Plan small rewards for yourself to keep you 

motivated while studying – for example: when I 

have memorised these formulae, I will open the 

chocolates!

•	� Chunk information to help your memory – 

make summaries and then gradually reduce the 

summaries to key words that will trigger your 

memory.

•	� Use visual and aural senses to embed information: 

make colourful charts and tables of dates, formulae 

and definitions, then stick them on the wall where 

you will see them every day; use pictures and 

graphs to represent information; when you are 

alone, explain ideas aloud to yourself.

•	� Involve others who genuinely want to help – give 

a parent or a friend a list of things you must 

remember; prompt them to ask you questions, 

such as ‘What does X mean?’, or ‘Can you explain 

the reasons why Z occurs?’

•	� Use your own assignments from earlier in the year 

as revision topics; remind yourself of what you 

have already shown you can do.

•	� Remember that previous years’ exam papers for 

your subjects are on the TASC website:  

www.tasc.tas.gov.au.  Access them and practise 

answering some of the questions. The library staff 

will also print these for you.

•	� Don’t try to do too much too late; the key to 

effective revision is shorter, regular bursts of 

planned study that gradually build up to the 

examination date.

•	� Stay positive and don’t give up – every little bit you 

do will make a difference!

•	� Remember the Elevate Education Ace Your Exams.

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Mid-year examination timetable

Mid-Year Examinations 

In addition to the study of their subjects in classes, students studying pre-tertiary (Level 3 or 4) subjects are preparing for their 
mid-year exams. They have also participated in Elevate Education seminars to get a ‘boost’ with how to work on their study and 
time management skills. 

The mid-year examinations are important practice for students as well as an opportunity for teachers to give feedback on 
progress and any further work and revision that is required. Student’s final results are dependent on their success in the external 
examinations in November. Therefore, it is important to put these dates into the family diary at least three weeks prior to 
scheduled exams for revision leading up to the exam periods.  

Classes during mid-year examinations
•	 All Level 1, Level 2 and VET classes will run as normal during mid-year exam week.  Students must let their 

teachers know when they have exams so they will not be marked as absent during that lesson.

•	 Level 3 classes will not be able to run as normal but Level 3 teachers will be available for exam preparation and 
tutorial sessions during mid-year exam week and will negotiate those timeslots with their students.
